1. Introduction 
Your written report should be in the same format and have the same tone as a research paper published in a scientific journal. It should be an objective report of your results and interpretation.

1.1. Related Work 
This section briefly explains the summary of existing work in the same field. 
1.2.  Proposed Work in Assigned Research Paper
A summary of the whole paper is to be included in this section. 
1.3. Limitations of Proposed Work 
This section focuses on your analysis of the research paper. What you think are the shortcomings in the research paper assigned to you. And how do you think these limitations could be improved. 
1.3.1 Critical Review: 

This section you have to write a brief critical review of the research paper. 
2. Proposed Research Work 

This section should be concise, yet have enough detail and clarity that someone else could implement your research work easily. Do not write the details about any existing work that are given in a published research paper; rather you should reference each research technique and briefly explain any modifications that you may have made to that research idea. When a research technique has multiple options, be sure to explicitly state the option you are using in your proposed work. This section should include information on: 

•
What is the basic motivation for your research idea? 
•
How is your proposed idea better than the existing research work on the same topic?
•
The method you used to determine the proposed algorithm.
This section must be written using paragraph format. 

You may have modified your implementation from the given research paper during the course of this project. If you are not using the exact method of the proposed research work given in the assigned research paper, then you need to explain the reason as well as those modifications in this section. During the oral presentation, however, you might be asked about the details of your novel idea. 
3. Methodology 

This section includes the flow chart of the different steps of the proposed work. Each of the step must be explained in detail. 
4. Implementation 
This section includes the code and details about the implementation of the proposed algorithm or method. 
5. Results

This section should summarize your best results. Graphs, tables and equations will help you present your results in a clear and scientific manner. You must provide sufficient detail to justify the conclusions you make later.  Pay attention to scientific presentation of your graphs. You need only report the details that correspond to the results you are mentioning in this section. Even if you were not able to get good results, include them in this section. 
6. Conclusion & Future directions
The conclusion section is to interpret your data in relation to the original idea you have presented in section 3. Your discussion should include answers to the following questions: 

· Do your results support your objective to surpass the existing research work? 

· Are your findings consistent with what existing researchers have shown in their published work? 

· What are the limitations of your proposed design? 

· What conclusions can you make based on your results? 

In Future direction, the emphasize is on what is the next step for the improvement of your research work and what are the other extended research aspects of your research.
